Covid symptoms?

Positive PCR test 
result 

Student must isolate. They have the option 
to reduce their isolation after five full days 
if they test negative with a LFD test on both 
day five and six and have no temperature. 

E.g. student takes LFD tests on day five and six of isolation (tests to be 
24 hours apart).  Following a negative day 6 LFD test result the student  

can return to school on day 6.

Anyone who is unable to take LFD tests or anyone who continues to 
have a temperature will need to complete the full 10 day period of self-

isolation.  

IF ANOTHER MEMBER OF THE HOUSEHOLD TESTS POSITIVE 

Children can continue to attend school as long as they are not 
symptomatic, and are not positive. They must undertake daily LFDs 

for the period of the other personȭs isolation.
